Hey parents! Use these questions as a guide to talk over this week’s 

lesson, Noah, with your child after they’ve watched the video 
service!  

1. Who was today's Bible story about? Noah. He listened to God 
because God was his friend. 

2. God asked Noah to build a big boat and it was filled with two of 
every kind of animal. What kind of animals do you think were on 
the boat? Examples: Birds – let’s tweet like a bird. Lions – let’s roar 
like a lion.  

3. Noah, his family, and animals stayed safe inside the big boat. It 
rained, and it rained, and it rained some more. What are some 
things you like to do when it rains? Jump in puddles! Let’s pretend 
to jump in puddles. Catch raindrops in my mouth! Let’s pretend to 
catch raindrops! 

4. God showed his love for Noah by putting something special in the 
sky. Do you know what it was? A rainbow! Find the colors of the 
rainbow around your room with your toddler. 

5. Take some time to pray with your toddler. Encourage them to sit 
with you and fold their hands, saying something like: God, thank 
you for loving us. Thank you for wanting to be our friend. Thank 
you for making all things including rainbows.
